3. Teams composition in each combination :

To be able to determine all valid teams composed by at minimum 3 players,

!!!! each player must be classified but not necessary ranked   !!!!

a) first look :  

on ranking  -   place and points

b) second look :
on classification’s Permanent List

A team can be composed of 3 classified and ranked players or 2 classified and ranked players + 1 classified but not ranked player or of 1 classified and ranked player + 

2 only classified players.

4. Additions of ranking points

The “value” of each team shall be decided by addition of the ranking points from 

the one/two/three best ranked players entered in the combination.

The second and/or the third player can be a 0 point not ranked player!

5. Repartition of the selections :

Places 1 to 4: 

the best team in each Region

Places 5 to 7: 

the bests ranked teams (addition of ranking points)

Place 8: 

selected by ITTC-WC

Only 1 team can be selected per Country in each group !

The host country (NED) receive automatically 1 WC and have the choice of the 

category where to use this card.

6. Alternate teams :
The alternate teams shall be ranked by addition of their ranking points!

7. Regional reserves :
I case of  a Regional Selection is reject by a Country, the first regional reserve go up to 

the Regional Slection . 

If the reserve Country reject also the Regional Selection, the Alternates go up in order of ranking.
