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ATTC Classification Seminar in Cuba Report
Date: June 24th to 28th 2004

Place: Cienfuegos, Cuba

The seminar was held in the context of the Cuban national table tennis championships. 

Classifiers, coaches, physical education teachers, managers and umpires have participated, being a total of  25 people.

It is important to outline the federalism of the seminar, representatives from 11 of the 14 provinces of the island were there. 

ATTC Chairperson, Mr. Leandro Olvech assisted with the event with the aim to help promote table tennis in Cuba and the Caribbean, As a result of this visit there was an agreement of two goals in short and medium term to achieve: 

· The organisation of an international IPTTC sanctioned tournament next year, for which the inspection was already done. 

· To realize a coaching seminar for the Caribbean region

40 players from 12 provinces participated in the national championships with a special delegation from Venezuela with 4 players. 

RELATIONS WITH TABLE TENNIS  OF ABLED BODY

I had the opportunity to met different people from the Cuba sport Among them,Mr. Reinerio Fonseca Montoya  the Chairperson of the Table Tennis Federation of Abled Body  it is important to outline the good level of cooperation in between this organization and the Cuban Federation of sports for the disabled. The TT Federation of abled body is responsible in the disabled national championships of the technical issues like Tables, surrounders, nets and human resources. There were 4 umpires with ITTF regional level. 
SPORTS MATERIALS
There is in Cuba an incredible lack of sport materials. The training balls cost there more than 1USD each, and to estimate the relative cost in the country we can compare it with the basic salary in Cuba of about 8USD per month.
One of the organisers from Cienfuegos, Mr. Manuel Castellanos,  is also the director of sport industry in the province. He introduced me the responsible of a new project to develop national rackets, nets, tables  and balls, this work is made by a private company in cooperation with government.

They had very good results with the new rackets in two versions, with or without pimples. I did not have the chance to see the tables but the nets and post are very good. About the balls they reported a lot of problems to enhance them.This national material will be used for development, and financed selling tables to be used for tourists (hotels, parks, etc)

ATTC made a small donation of special rackets to teach and balls.     
It is necessary to emphasize also the effort made by the authorities of the national INDER and its  department of Cienfuegos and the people from Asociación Cubana de Limitados Físico-Motores (ACLIFIM)
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ATTC is the regional committee of Americas, recognized by IPTTC. Some of its functions are: to coordinate the biennial organisation of the table tennis Pan-American Championships, reporting and orientating to the National Paralympic Committees (NPC) and to work for the development of the region.
